For the longest eight months, I have been in Crew

I felt terrible compared to them. 

"We're all in this together, don't forget that!" was 
what Vicky told me. I had said the same thing, but 
when it comes to speaking, my confidence was 
destroyed. 

"I have to fight through this. The only person 
stopping me is myself. I may stumble on my words 
and make mistakes, but I have to do my best," was 
what I told myself. 

Midnight came and the Tuyen Hua started. From 
the very first station, I found that I didn't know 
anything. I studied, but my experience showed me 
that I didn't do as well as I could have. I had no 
knowledge of my knots, my songs, my scout histo-
ry - I struggled with my Scout laws and oath. 
Where have I been putting my effort into, I 
thought to myself? 
 

"Give us what we want from you," Alina asked 

me. By the end of it all, I knew what Crew 299 

wants from me. It's the same thing as what I want 

from myself in Scouting. I want to try harder and 

become even more active. I want to be an even 

bigger part of the family that Crew 299 has been 

for years, that I have been a part of for a couple 

months. 

 

I want to become stronger as an individual, more 

confident. I want to grow more and help others 

grow. I want the crew to know that I wasn't per-

fect and stumbled upon my words, but I'd always 

be willing to help people in what I can help with. 

 

The Tuyen Hua process taught me more than how 

much knowledge I really have in Scouts (which is 

still very little).

It taught 

me that I'm not perfect, but there's always going 

to be a place that I'm going to be accepted any-

ways because I'll always be part of the family - 

Crew 299.

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MY FIRST PATROL CAMP IN THIS TROOP 

 

 In my seven years of scouting, I have never 

learned so much and very effectively in three days.  

Having been a patrol leader before, I thought I knew 

everything a good leader needs to have, but I was 

very wrong.  In the three days that I attended the 

leadership training camp, I learned to face my fears, 

how important singing is to our scouting culture, why 
communication is a key factor in a great leader, and 

how to observe my patrol members’ strengths and 

weaknesses as well as my own.
