parents' phones were in the tent, I could use it to open 
my car, which had my uniform. I changed very quick-
ly and rushed to line up. I barely made it and was very 
glad because this wasn’t something I wanted to miss. 
After going into the U formation, people were going 
to raise the flags. However, the supporting poles were 
too loose, so they came toppling down. All the Tru-
ongs rushed in to either help support the structure or 
retie the knots. After the flag incident, things resumed 
to normal, and they announced the theme, which was 
K-pop Demon Hunters. Some people were pleased 
about this theme, while some weren’t. After flag cere-
mony, we split the Au up so we could do skill games.  
Skill games were very fun, varying from games like 
knots to decoding. They were all very fun, each in 
their own way, but the dancing one was too hard for 
me because it involved a lot of jumping  
and active movement. When skill games ended, we 
drew names out of a hat to select a mandatory ingredi-
ent that we had to use for the cooking competition, 
and since my patrol’s name got selected so we picked 
the red chili paste, which was essential in our dish for 
the sauce. The dish we decided to make for the cook-
ing competition was like a skewer with rice cakes and 
sausages brushed with sauce. It was very good, but 
also very spicy for my patrol as a whole. Then, after 
cleaning up from our lunch scraps, we got a warning 
about the bucket system, which wasn’t even ours, yet 
we trashed it and left dirty plates just sitting and float-
ing around. After lunch, we had a bit of free time, 
which Ben, Le, and I just used to review our laws and 
oath to prepare for Tuyen Hua that night and the oath 
the next morning. After the quick break, we counted 
off and split into groups to play more games. My fa-
vorite game out of all these stations was probably the 
piñata because I received lots of candy, and it was fun 
pulling it up and down to make it more challenging.
